1 Structure 1.01.05 Water seeps through seeps thru beneath front stoop see picture
foundation
Water seeping through the foundation wall can cause the masonry to rapidly deteriorate. Water seeping through the wall
indicates an un-wanted, on-going moisture problem that needs attention. Recommend the foundation be evaluated by a
waterproofing specialist.

2 Exterior 2.06.01 Drainage concerns low spots by front stoop. remove rock, pack dirt to a positive drain
slope.
The ground should slope away from the house foundation a minimum of a 6 inch drop for a 10 feet run. A landscape
contractor can perform repairs.

3 Plumbing 4.01.04 Slow drain/s toilet will not flush properly check for clogged or root bound sewer
lines.

The slow drain is due to either clogging or a vent pipe problem. A plumbing contractor can perform repairs.

4 Plumbing 4.02.10 Damaged spigot basement laundry sink faucets inoperable.
A damaged spigot may need to be replaced. A plumber can perform the repairs.

5 Elec 5.01.02 Ungrounded receptacle rear interior garage wall.
An ungrounded receptacle can be more dangerous than a grounded receptacle. An electrical contractor can perform
repairs.

6  Elec 5.01.06 Dead receptacle 220 volt dryer plug dead.
The dead receptacle can be the device itself or in the circuit. An electrician can evaluate the circuit and perform the
repairs.

7 Elec 5.01.07 GFCI faulty/missing add to kitchen,bath,garage, exterior.

A GFCl is a device that is designed to trip a circuit when an electrical current is interrupted. Previous codes may not have
required GFCI protected circuits; however, we recommend upgrading circuits to GFCI protection in any area that is near a
water source. An electrician can perform the repair/s.

&  Elec 5.06.07 Carbon monoxide detector missing
Although carbon monoxide detectors may not be mandatory, we recommend adding them if a fossil fuel system is in use.

9  Interior 8.01.01 Windows non-functional
A non-functional window cannot be inspected. A maintenance contractor can perform repairs.

10  Interior 8.01.02 Stuck windows bath
A stuck window cannot be inspected. Recommend reinspecting all windows on a final walkthrough. A maintenance
contractor can perform repairs.

11 TInterior 8.01.03 Window hard to open
A window should open with normal pressure being applied. Metal windows are often difficult to open due to design. Some
windows "jamb" when opening. Paint and lack of use can also be the problem. A maintenance contractor can usually
correct the probled window.

12 TInterior 8.01.07 Window sash spring / cord

broken
The sash spring / cord is what holds the window sash in the open position. A maintenance contractor can perform repairs.
13 Interior 8.02.06 Fire rated door missing attic hatch needed in garage to complete firewall.

The door adjoining the garage should be a fire rated door. Hollow core doors do not meet the standards of a fire rated
door. Have the subject area evaluated and repaired by a contractor.

14 Interior 8.03.03 Handrail missing basement steps.
Handrails are mandatory on stairs or steps when more than two steps are present. A maintenance contractor can perform
repairs.

15 Kitchen 10.01.01 Cook element inoperative oven element broken.
